5-sided volcanic rock island (coastline
length 81.9km)

Surrounding Islands: 44 (4 populated,
40 unpopulated)

Characteristics of the Island
Bountiful in water, rocks, wind and
Juniper trees with friendly locals.
Animals (Aves) : 62 species, including

the Wood Pigeon (24 resident species, 38

migratory species)

Flora : 750 species, including the Chinese

Juniper, Silver Magnolia and Camellia
flower. Rich in natural

resources, such as groundwater,
virgin forests and odd rock formations.
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Ulleung-gun is composed of one (1)
county (eup) and two (2) townships
(myeon): Ulleung-eup, Seo-myeon,
Buk-myeon (1 local government office).
It is composed of 10 legal ri

(25 administrative ri) and 57 natural
settlements.

The Jangheung area is divided into one
(1) legal ri and three (3) administrative ri,
and 11 natural villages.

sadong 1-ri

For a long time now, this village has
been known as ‘Waoksa’ (jade- like
sand lying down) because of its clear
sand that appears like jade blanketing

the beach. After many years, the name
‘Waoksara' became ‘Waroksa’, and later,

as the name was written in traditional
characters, it came to be known as

‘Sa-dong/, the place which revels in sand
(sa). Even today, ‘Waroksa' still refers to

the lower village of Sa-dong.
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Formation & Changes

The area was originally wild, uncultivated
land. Due to the Ulleung- do Pioneering
Order in 1884 the pioneering groups
began to move to Sadong ri. Following
the reorganization of administrative
districts in 1914, Ubok-dong and a part of
Jangheung-dong were combined to form
Sa-dong, which was transferred to the
jurisdiction of Nam- myeon. In 1961, In
accordance with the Nam-myeon
Ordinance, Waroksa and Saegakdan
were combined to form Sadong 1-dong.

Natural Environment

A stream which originates from a valley
on the eastern ridge of Gwanmobong
(686.3m) flows down to form the Sadong
Stream. The road besides the river is
lined with daphniphyllum shrubs, silver
magnolias and bamboo forests, which
contribute to production of a distinct
landscape.

Current State

Located in the south-central part of
Ulleung-eup, as of December 31, 2015,
there are 205 households (343 residents:
205 men, 138 women) living here. This
area encompasses all of the coastal
villages in Saegakdan of Ulleung-eup and
the peak of Seonginbong,

including Sadong Stream and Gwanmo-
bong.The main tourism resources of the
area include Ulleung Tourist Hotel, the
entrance of Saegakdan tourist district,
the silver magnolia habitat, the wood
pigeon habitat (Natural Monument No.
237), the observation area in front of the
military base, and the daphniphyllum
shrub-lined street. In particular, the road
in front of the Air Force base boasts an
outstanding panoramic view of Sadang
Port. This area was formed

as a collection of village settlements
along Sadong Stream, and although
many vehicles pass through the riverside
road which circles the island, this area
remains partially secluded.
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sadong 2-ri

People started to inhabit Sadong 2-ri
because the trees are lush, and the land
(being flat) is suitable for farming.

It came to be known as ‘Anpyeongjeon’,
meaning the flat land deep within the
mountain. Also, it is said that the origins
of its nicknames - ‘Okcheon-dong’ and
“Ubok-dong’ - come from the
appearance of the mountain ridge,
which looks like a cow lying down.
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Formation & Changes

In 1961, In accordance with the
Nam-myeon Ordinance, Okcheon- dong
and Anpyeongjeon were combined to
form Sadong 2-dong. Waroksa and
Saegakdan were combined to form
Sadong 1-dong.

Natural Environment

A stream which originates from a valley
The natural scenery along the North-
West axis from Seonginbong in the
northwest to Gwanmobong (686.3m)

is truly remarkable. Due to the lush
forests, river landscape and the pure
sound of the flowing water, this is the
best place for those who seek to explore
or relaxin a forest.

Current State

Located in the southern part of
Ulleung-eup, as of December 31, 2015,
there are 90 households (158 residents:
98 men, 60 women) living here. A village
formed in the lower part of Okcheon
Stream around Jangheung Elementary
School, and a coastal road around
Sadang Port was opened, functioning as
a means to allow traffic to pass through.
Anpyeongjeon, located in the interior

of Sadong 2-ri, is being developed as
Sadong Obakgok tourist district. The area
includes Jangheung Elementary School,
Saegakdan tourist district and Obakgok
tourist district, and with the addition of
Ulleung New Port, the seaside Sadong
Port enjoys a great panoramic view of the
sea.

sadong 3-ri

On the border between Ulleung-eup
and Seo-myeon there is a mountain
which looks like the front of an upturned
ship soaring above the sea. Since this
area is located on a hill at the edge of
the mountain, it came to be known as
‘Gatyeong’.As the name was written in
traditional characters, people began

to call it ‘Gannyeong'. As more people
began to inhabit the village beneath
Geumgangwon, a part of Ubok-dong
and Jungyeong were combined to form
what was called ‘Shilli’, which means

‘a newly created village'.
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Formation & Changes

In 1961, In accordance with the
Nam-myeon Ordinance, Okcheon- dong
and Anpyeongjeon were combined to
form Sadong 2-dong. Waroksa and
Saegakdan were combined to form
Sadong 1-dong.

Natural Environment

Gadubong in the southwest connects
with Gannyeong hill and Seonginbong

in the North, and under this lies Gwan-
mobong and Duribong. Okcheon Stream
and Shilli Stream, which originate from
the mountains in the north, flow down
towards the sea in the south.

Current State

Located on the southwestern edge of
Ulleung-eup, as of December 31, 2015,
there are 106 households (219 residents:
118 men, 101 women) living here.

As a village which is being promoted

as the main tourist gate of Ulleung-do,
areas such as Shilli, Jungyeong and
Gannyeong are being developed. The
view of the sea from the villages are
excellent, and in addition to the devel-
opment of the villages, an Agricultural
Technology Center and Botanic Garden
are being constructed in Ulleung-do.

In addition, a natural, virgin forest area
spreads out towards the north.

There is a Buddhist temple,
Geumgangwon, in Jungyeong. Geum-
gangwon was built to honor the virtue
of the Buddhist monk Son Kyu-sang, the
founder of the Korea Buddhist Jingak Or-
der, and as the birthplace of the founder,
is one of the 4 sacred sites of the Jingak
Order. Above the road which passes
along the coastline by Ulleung New Port
is a steep slope, and above this slope is a
flat area of land. On the southern coast,
Local Road No. 926 connects Dodong
Harbor in the east with Seo-myeon in the
west.

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“If I were to list
some of the good
things about my
town, we have clean
water, clean air and
good-natured peo-
ple.”

But I still love my
home the most. It's so
cool and pleasant to
sit down here on this
wooden bench right
below the Persimmon
tree even when the
weather is hot.
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“The things that grow
in Ulleung-do are
different from what
grows on the main-
land.”

Everything is nature
-bred and not farm-
bred. The seaweed from
Ulleung-do does not get
soft and loose no matter
how long you boil it.
The royal fern (gobi) is
best for cold salad/herb
dishes (namul), and the
potatoes taste great as
well especially when
one eats it together
with picked alpine leek
(myungyi jeolyim).

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“It only feels lively when
there are many people
around.”

It's better with more
people around.

That makes it feel livelier.

I wish that more people
would stay here in Sadong.
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“Ulleung-do has clean air,

water, and good-natured

people.”
It's something I'm proud

of. There is no pollution
here. Another good thing
about Ulleung-do is that
one can just leave the
doors open without having
to lock them, unlike how it
is on the mainland. That's
nice. It has been like that
since long ago.
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There is not much built-up
land on Ulleung-do, unlike
the mainland. We don’t

develop the land in order

to protect nature.
The waterfalls are truly

natural waterfalls that
come from groundwater.
Hence, the water quality is
good.
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The only uncomforta-

ble thing is the lack of
transportation - like for
example, we don't have
the means to travel by air.
I wish that accessibility
would be improved. Also,
even if tourists want to vis-
it this place, because there
are no hotels or other
forms of accommodation,
they eventually decide

to go elsewhere. “Still, if
they come, that's good

- if they come and have
fun, that's even better.”

‘Ulleung-do Project for a Future &
Sustainable Shinbisum’ Proposal

To me, Ulleung-do is an island that I
want to visit before dying. As a ‘bucket
list' island shrouded in mystery, from
time to time Ulleung-do appears at the
forefront of my subconscious. It possess-
es a mysterious image different from
that of Jeju Island.
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Now, Ulleung-do is facing a new

turning point. There's talk of a new sea
port and airport. The development of
transportation may change the image of
Ulleung-do from ‘mysterious island’ to
‘island worth going to'. What will be the
ultimate outcome of Ulleung-do’s new
image and future? And how will the lives
of the residents on Ulleung-do change
in the future?

Today, farming and fishing communities
are barely thriving due to a declining and
ageing population. These communities
are becoming ghost towns where the
sounds of babies crying, or the laugh-
ter of children running around has not
been heard for a long time. It has been
difficult to deter out-migration, let alone
stimulate a population influx. However,
even under these circumstances, towns
and cities that are creating a new vigor
and vision as future-oriented,
sustainable towns are gradually
increasing across the globe and in Korea
by means of ‘transition town’ move-
ments, ‘eco-village’ movements and
‘village education” movements. By utiliz-
ing the excellent natural environment,
culture and historical background of
Ulleung-do to the maximum, and organ-
ically combining them with the afore-
mentioned town/village movements, I
believe that Ulleung- do will become a
‘future-oriented island’ that attracts both
domestic and international attention. To
this end, I propose the

‘Ulleung-do Project for a Future & Sus-
tainable Shinbisum’

EE Discussion
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South Korea has experienced fabulous
economic and urban growth in the past
decades. Since the Saemul movement

in the 1970s, there has been continuous
development in rural areas.

This development was based on the
effort of local communities and the
support of the government. Even a
remote island like Ulleung now has
world-class infrastructure and
communication systems.

This tremendous success is admired the
world over. South Korea, which is now
one of the world's richest nations, is
facing a turning point in its history. It still
needs to grow and evolve but it requires
new objectives and new

strategies. Roads and bridges have been
built, sometimes perhaps even overbuilt.
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The challenge which many rural parts
of South Korea now face, is to operate
a transition towards more sustainable
forms of development. Rural Korea must
preserve its natural beauty while
supporting its traditional wisdom,
notably in agriculture. Hundreds of
different species of plants and fish exist
in and around Ulleung do. How can the
island continue developing new
economic activities that take advantage
of these amazing resources, while
preserving them? Ulleung do's
magnificent landscape and relaxed
atmosphere can attract tourists, but how
can tourism be developed without
ruining the very things that made it
attractive in the first place? How can

we switch from a developmental model
based on infrastructure and
construction to a more qualitative
model? These questions are central to
the future of the island, and to many
other rural areas.

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Islands in the heat of change

Islands by their sheer nature of being
isolated are unique both ecologically and
culturally. Ecologically, they tend to have
species that are found nowhere else in
the world.
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People on islands too because of their
isolation may have evolved their own
unique cultures and traditions. These
characters that make islands unique are
also the ones that make them
vulnerable, particularly when change is
driven from the outside world. In this
age of rapid change, how can we grow
ecologically without compromising our
livelihood and culture?

Using an example of a community
driven project in Chorao, a riverine island
in Goa, India I will try and illustrate

natural resources in Ulleung Do from
which local communities are the main
beneficiaries.
